The Torrington City Council met in regular session on Tuesday 2-18-14 in the City Council
Chambers at 436 East 22" Ave., at 7:00 p.m. Present: Mayor Pro Tem Adams, Council Members Law,
Kelly, and Hill. Also Present: Attorney Eddington, Clerk/Treasurer Strecker, and Engineer Juve.

Mayor Pro Tem Adams called the meeting to order.

Councilwoman Hill led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Pro Tem Adams announced Mayor Varney is home from the hospital and will be doing
therapy at home for the next 2 weeks.

Mayor Pro Tem Adams commented on 2 bills being considered in the Wyoming Legislature. The
Governor's proposed budget of $175 million for local government funding would consist of 60% direct
distribution to the municipalities and counties and the other 40% would be consensus funding. The
Wyoming Association of Municipalities supports the Governor’s budget because it contains a hardship
designation for smaller cities and towns. The Joint Appropriations Committee proposed a budget of
$135 million, but it does not include any hardship designation so it does not serve small communities as
well. House Bill 125 would allow a municipality individually to place on the municipal ballot a tax to fund
special projects. Currently specific purpose taxes can only be passed by majority vote of the cities and
towns within the county.

Councilwoman Hill moved and Councilman Kelly seconded to approve the consent agenda which
includes the minutes of the 2-4-14 meeting as published and all actions therein be ratified. Motion
carried unanimously.

Mayor Pro Tem Adams asked to amend the agenda by adding for the Council’s consideration a
revision to the covenants for the East Side Industrial Park. Councilman Law moved and Councilwoman
Hill seconded to approve the agenda as amended. Motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Law moved and Councilman Kelly seconded to approve a catering permit to J and B
Liquor for a Business after Hours Event on 2-20-14 at Cellular Plus located at 310 W. Valley Rd. from 5:00
to 7:00 p.m. Motion carried unanimously.

Engineer Juve presented the revision to the Declaration of Protective Covenants for the
Torrington Eastside Industrial Park Second Filing. During preparation for the closing of the recent lot sale
the title company and Goshen County discovered the covenants that had been recorded and the final
plat did not have the same name. Engineer Juve stated the covenants are the same it is just a name
change. Councilwoman Hill moved and Councilman Kelly seconded to approve the Torrington Eastside
Industrial Park covenants second filing as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Clerk/Treasurer Strecker presented the bid results for the new one ton extended cab work truck
with toolbox. Staff recommended awarding to Greiner of Casper, WY in the amount of $46,047, even
though they were not low bid. Water/Wastewater Supervisor Troxel addressed the Council. He stated
the lower bidders did not meet all of the specifications. Funding for the project in the 2014 Fiscal Year
budget was $52,000 and the revenue for the purchase would come from the WMCI/Prison MOU billing.
Councilman Law moved and Councilwoman Hill seconded to award the bid to Greiner in the amount of
$46,047 as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Pro Tem Adams opened the public hearing for the liquor license renewals. Mayor Pro
Tem Adams commented that Police Chief Janes stated there were no complaints or violations against
any of the applicants. Mayor Pro Tem Adams read the list of retail applicants. Councilman Kelly inquired
why GQ LLC and Karamie LLC aren’t in violation of Section 5.12.070. of the City liquor regulations which
state “A person, firm or corporation owning ten percent of an existing liquor license of whatever
category shall not be permitted to apply for a second retail liquor license other than a malt beverage or
caterer’s license”. Attorney Eddington commented that he has brought the issue to the attention of the
State Liquor Division and they interpret the LLCs are separate legal entities thus allowing them to hold
separate liquor licenses. Attorney Eddington suggested a work session with a representative of the
Liquor Division to discuss their interpretation and the conflict with the City ordinance. Debbie Quest,
owner of GQ LLC and Karamie LLC responded. She stated that both businesses are for sale and she could
put one of them in her husband’s name. Ms. Quest also commented that she had wanted a seasonal
break for her patio dispensing room but understood there was not an option to prorate the cost based
on months of operation. No other public comments for or against the retail license renewals were
made. Councilwoman Hill moved and Councilman Law seconded to approve the renewal of the retail
liquor licenses for the 2014-2015 year as published. Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Pro Tem Adams read the list of bar and grill liquor license applicants. No public
comments for or against the renewal of the bar and grill license were heard. Councilman Law moved
and Councilwoman Hill seconded to approve the renewal of the bar and grill liquor license for the 2014-
2015 year as published. Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Pro Tem Adams read the list of limited club liquor license applicants. No public
comments for or against the renewal of the limited club licenses were heard. Councilwoman Hill moved
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and Councilman Kelly seconded to approve the renewal of the limited club liquor licenses for the 2014-
2015 year as published. Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Pro Tem Adams read the list of restaurant liquor license applicants. No public comments
for or against the renewal of the restaurant licenses were heard. Councilman Law moved and
Councilman Kelly seconded to approve the renewal of the restaurant liquor licenses for the 2014-2015
year as published. Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Pro Tem Adams asked Pamela Delgado-Garcia to address the Council regarding her
request for a retail liquor license for Garcia’s Mexican Restaurant located at 1818 Main Street. Ms.
Garcia stated she wants a retail license instead of a restaurant license so she can cater. She commented
that she has been approached in the past to cater food and alcohol for special occasions. Councilwoman
Hill asked if she had any intentions to sell package liquor. Ms. Garcia stated no, she only wants to cater
and has no plans to change her current business. There were no public comments in favor of the license.
Julie Miller-Harshberger manager of Spirits of 77 addressed the Council. She stated she does not want
another retail license issued because there are already 7 retail licenses in a 1 mile radius, and it is
competition. She has no problem with it if the sole reason Ms. Garcia wants the license is to cater.
Mayor Pro Tem Adams stated the Council was in receipt of a letter of opposition to the license from Deb
and Eric Alden of J and B Liquor. Mayor Pro Tem Adams asked Eric Alden if he wanted to address the
Council or have the letter read into the record, he responded no. Councilwoman Hill inquired if Ms.
Garcia had a restaurant liquor license if there was any way she could cater. Attorney Eddington said no,
only a retail liguor license holder can cater. Councilman Law wondered if the City could restrict the
license. Attorney Eddington stated the City had done that in the past with Wine Time and it did not work
out. Mayor Pro Tem asked for any other public comments for or against, hearing none he closed the
public hearing. Councilman Kelly moved and Councilwoman Hill seconded to approve Pamela Delgado-
Garcia’s retail liquor license for Garcia’s Mexican Restaurant located at 1818 Main St. Mation carried
unanimously.

Mayor Pro Tem Adams excused himself so the Council could consider his compensation as
Mayor Pro Tem. Councilwoman Hill presented the recommendation to compensate the Mayor Pro Tem
at $83.34 per day which was calculated by taking the full-time Mayor’s rate of $2500 per month divided
by 30 days. The Councilmember acting as Mayor Pro Tem would waive the Councilmember pay of $50
per meeting. Councilwoman Hill commented that Randy has spent many hours at City Hall managing
the day to day operations of the City and the compensation is well deserved. Councilman Kelly inquired
if there was anything in the statutes regarding Mayor Pro Tem wages. Attorney Eddington stated the
statute talks about appointing a Mayor Pro Tem but does not address compensation. Councilman Kelly
inquired if there was an issue with voting on wages for Mayor and Council while they are still in office.
Attorney Eddington stated this is an exception because there is not an existing rate and that is why the
Council needs to make a motion to establish one. Attorney Eddington suggested a work session to
discuss and then amend the current ordinance to include compensation for a Mayor Pro Tem.
Councilman Law commented he did not want the Mayor’s salary to be reduced. Councilman Law moved
and Councilman Kelly seconded to approve the rate of $83.34 per day for the Mayor Pro Tem’s
compensation. Motion carried unanimously.

The bills from 02-05-14 to 2-18-14 were presented for payment. Councilman Law moved and
Councilwoman Hill seconded to approve the bills as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Pro Tem Adams asked if anyone in the audience had any questions or concerns. None
were heard.

Councilman Law commented that at the Firefighters Banquet several deserving people received
awards. He stated that a lot of time is put in by the firefighters and they are very dedicated. Mayor Pro
Tem Adams stated emergency services are sometimes taken for granted but they are appreciated.

Councilwoman Hill moved and Councilman Kelly seconded that there being no further business
to come before the Council to adjourn at 8:00 p.m. Motion carried unanimously.

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the Governing Body for the City of Torrington desires to participate
in the BUSINESS READY COMMUNITY GRANT AND LOAN PROGRAM to assist
in financing this project; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Torrington recognizes this
project will improve infrastructure within the boundaries of the City of Torrington; and

WHEREAS, the BUSINESS READY COMMUNITY GRANT AND LOAN
PROGRAM requires that certain criteria be met, as described in the Wyoming Business
Council’s Rules governing the program, and to the best of our knowledge this application
meets those criteria; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Torrington plans to match the
requested BUSINESS READY COMMUNITY GRANT AND LOAN PROGRAM
GRANT AND LOAN PROGRAM COMMUNTITY READINESS PROJECT with
$200,180 in cash and $287,149 in-kind for engineering services.

WHEREAS, the City of Torrington held a public hearing on February 28, 2014
to identify the economic/community development opportunity and determine all possible
funding solutions for this project, solicit testimony from citizens who may feel that the
use of the proposed funds might compete with existing business, and gave full
consideration to all comments received; and

WHEREAS, the City of Torrington is working in partnership with Goshen
County Economic Development Corporation and has provided preliminary cost estimates
for the Cold Springs Substation Project; and



WHEREAS, the public benefit of this project is to provide infrastructure
necessary for development of Cold Springs Business Park by providing industrial quality
power to 9 lots in phase one and 16 lots in phase two; to provide redundant service to 8
existing businesses; and the Goshen County Economic Development Corporation is
seeking to certify the development through the Wyoming Business Council Industrial
Site Evaluation and Certification Program.

WHEREAS, the City of Torrington Will Follow State Procurement Standards
Inclusive of W.S. § 15-1-113 and W.S. § 16-6-101, et seq.; and

WHEREAS, the City of Torrington will adhere to the Wyoming Preference Act
(W.S. § 16-6-201 through 16-6-206) throughout the project; and

WHEREAS, the City of Torrington engaged the private sector with the market
area and gave full consideration to all comments received; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY
OF THE City of Torrington that a grant application in the amount of $1,887,101 be
submitted to the Wyoming Business Council for consideration of assistance in funding
the Cold Springs Substation Project.

ORDINANCE NO.
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND RE-ENACTING
SECTIONS 13.04.020 AND 13.04.050 OF THE TORRINGTON MUNICIPAL CODE,

2014 REVISIONS, RELATING TO WATER CONNECTIONS

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL, OF THE CITY OF TORRINGTON, WYOMING:

Section 1: That Sections 13.04.020 and 13.04.050 of the Revised Ordinances of the City of
Torrington, Wyoming, 2014 Revisions, be and are hereby amended and re-enacted to read as follows:

Section 13.04.020. All work to be authorized by the city. No persons except an authorized or
licensed plumber or contractor approved by the city water department shall do any work connected
with the installation, replacement and connection of water service pipes connected to the City’s water
distribution system including all water meters. All work shall be in compliance with the City Standards in
the latest published additions as amended for Torrington, WDEQ and the International Plumbing Code.
All completed work must be inspected by the city water department prior to being covered.

Section 13.04.050.Replacement of water lines within corporate limits. The responsibility for the

replacement of water lines located within the corporate limits of the city shall be as follows:

A. Water mains shall be maintained and repaired by the city at its cost; unless damage was caused
by others.

B. Service lines shall be maintained and replaced as needed by the city at its cost from the main to
the curb stop, with the entity or person served by such service line being responsible for
maintaining and replacing, at their cost, such service line from the curb stop to wherever the
service line continues thereafter.

C. Répairs to service lines are not allowed. When leaking occurs on the service line, it shall be
replaced within 7 business days using materials in compliance with City Standards. If
replacement of the service line is not made within 7 business days, water serviced to the
property will be terminated until replacement of the service line has been completed.

Section 2: This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval and
publication as required by law.
