The Torrington City Council met in regular session on Tuesday 04-07-15 in the City Council
Chambers at 436 East 22™ Ave., at 7:00 p.m. Present: Mayor Varney, Council Members Adams, Hill and
Law. Also Present: Attorney Eddington, Clerk/Treasurer Strecker, Engineer Juve, Building Official Estes,
Chief of Police Sharp and Deputy City Clerk Kinnan.

Mayor Varney called the meeting to order.

Attorney Eddington led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Councilman Law moved and Councilwoman Hill seconded to approve the consent agenda which
includes the minutes of the 03-17-15 meeting as published and all actions therein be ratified. Motion
carried unanimously.

Councilman Adams moved and Councilwoman Hill seconded to approve the agenda as
presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Andrew Sibai with the Town of Ft. Laramie addressed the Council. He requested approval of a
joint resolution to submit an application to the State Land and Investments Board for County Wide
Consensus Block Grant Funds. They would use $4,271 remaining from FY 13/14 and $7,860 from FY
15/16 funds to purchase a 2015 Chevrolet Tahoe Police Vehicle in the amount of $42,831.00. He stated
that they were going to receive a $30,700 USDA grant towards the purchase of the vehicle. Councilman
Law moved and Councilwoman Hill seconded to approve Resolution No. 2015-09 as presented. Motion
carried unanimously.

Attorney Eddington read by title AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND RE-ENACTING SUB-SECTION C
1. OF SECTION 3.04.050 OF THE TORRINGTON MUNICIPAL CODE, 2015 REVISIONS RELATING TO
SANITATION FEES/ROLL OFF CONTAINERS. Streets and Sanitation Supervisor Korell addressed the
Council. He stated a section was added to the ordinance requiring the customer to sign a contract for an
account and the prior ordinance did not have a means to charge a customer if they had a roll off
container for an extended period of time without it being dumped, so a rental fee was added. He also
stated the cost to move a roll off was increased from $25 to $50, but all other fees remained the same.
Councilman Adams moved and Councilwoman Hill seconded to approve the ordinance on first reading.
Motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Law moved and Councilman Adams seconded to keep the swimming pool rates for
the 2015 calendar year the same as 2014. Motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Adams asked for an update on the progress of swimming pool committee. Building
Official Estes stated the committee has approved Burbach Aquatics conceptual plan #11 and their next
step will be to prepare a presentation for a Council work session.

Engineer Juve presented a request from Eastern Wyoming College for a waiver of permit fees
associated with the additions to Lancer Hall. He commented historically Councils felt if there was local
governmental funding in a project it would be appropriate for the City to help, but when it has been
State or other non-local funding supporting a project the Council rejected helping with funding. When
the City has provided funding it has been to assist in payment of 50% of the building permit fees for
other local governments. He stated Staff recommended the City reduce the Building Permit Fee for EWC
from $11,937 to $5,968.50, provide no reduction in the Sewer Tap Fee leaving it at $770 and grant a
100% waiver of the $913.20 Storm Drain Fee, contingent on EWC’s successful SLIB grant application and
construction of the outfall lines and other drainage facilities currently included in their improvement
plans. He also recommended granting a 100% waiver of the $7,997.79 of the Plan Review Fee because
the City did not have any outside costs incurred for review of the plans. Mayor Varney declared a
conflict of interest and abstained from voting. Councilman Law moved and Councilwoman Hill seconded
to approve the reduction in fees for EWC as presented. Motion carried. Councilwoman Hill voiced
concerns about the City becoming financially unsound if they continued to be so generous to other
entities.

The bills from 03-18-15 to 04-07-15 were presented for payment. Councilwoman Hill moved and
Councilman Adams seconded to approve the bills for payment as presented. Motion carried
unanimously.

Councilwoman Hill moved and Councilman Law seconded to adjourn to executive session to
discuss personnel. Motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Adams moved and Councilwoman Hill seconded to return the Council to regular
session. Motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Adams moved and Councilwoman Hill seconded to approve the reorganization plan
of the Police Department. Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Varney commented he has created a Property Development Committee to discuss
options for the development of the old nursing home property on East D Street.

Councilman Law moved and Councilwoman Hill seconded that there being no further business
to come before the Council to adjourn at 8:03 p.m. Motion carried unanimously.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING SUBMISSION OF APPLICATION TO THE
WYOMING BUSINESS COUNCIL UNDER THE BUSINESS READY
COMMUNITY GRANT AND LOAN PROGRAM FOR A COMMUNITY
READINESS PROJECT ON BEHALF OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF
EASTERN WYOMING COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT (EWC) FOR THE
PURPOSE OF: A NEW COLLEGE FACILITY, THE EWC AGRICULTURAL
TECHNOLOGY EDUCATION CENTER (ATEC) PROJECT

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of EASTERN WYOMING COMMUNITY
COLLEGE DISTRICT (EWC) desires to participate in the Business Ready Community
Grant and Loan Program (BRC) for the purpose of acquiring funds for the construction of
the proposed Agricultural Technology Education Center (ATEC) on the EWC campus;
and

WHEREAS, EWC recognizes the need for distinctive, modern, functional, and
updated facilities for its credit and non-credit educational programming related to
agriculture and ag-related studies, and believes this project will address those needs; and

WHEREAS, the public benefit(s) of this project will be to improve and strengthen
economic development opportunities for the agriculture industry in and around Goshen
County and the consideration is broad job creation and growth, attraction of new
agriculture-related businesses, and expansion of the number of skilled entrepreneurs and
workers in agricultural and support fields; and

WHEREAS, the specific goals and measures of success of this project are to
increase the number of college graduates for local and regional markets in agriculture
majors offered by Eastern Wyoming College through updated facilities, expanded
program offerings, heightened prominence, meaningful partnerships, and new community
events; and

WHEREAS, the Business Ready Community Grant and Loan Program requires
that certain criteria be met, as described in the Wyoming Business Council’s Rules
governing the program, and to the best of our knowledge this application meets those
criteria; and

WHEREAS, EWC plans to provide cash match to this Business Ready
Community Grant and Loan Program Community Readiness project from the following
sources: college district general obligation bonds ($3,271,729) and pending private
fundraising ($1,400,000); and

WHEREAS, EWC plans to provide in-kind match to this Business Ready
Community Grant and Loan Program Community Readiness project from the following
source: land for the building site ($180,000); and

WHEREAS, EWC has a comprehensive operation and maintenance plan
including projected expenses and project income sources extending the life of the
asset(s); and

WHEREAS, EWC will use the revenue recaptured from this project for the
following economic development purposes: debt service, a reserve fund for future
program expansions, and working in partnership with the Goshen County Economic
Development Corporation, to establish an economic development marketing fund. The



recaptured revenue shall be used in part to provide new training programs to strengthen
the region’s agricultural workforce, in terms of quality and number of trained work-ready
labor, for employment in primary jobs that provide sustainable and living wages for
program graduates at new and existing agriculture-related businesses. This developed
workforce and marketing fund will act as a catalyst for the expansion of existing
agribusinesses, attraction of new agricultural operations, and creation of
agricultural-related entrepreneurial opportunities; and

WHEREAS, in the event of any project cost overruns, EWC will provide funding
in the amount necessary to complete the project utilizing general operating contingency
funds and other private funds raised for such purpose; and

WHEREAS, EWC has considered other possible funding solutions for this project
which include state capital expense appropriations, revenue bonds, a local mill levy
increase of five mills, partnerships with other higher education institutions, a local
specific purpose tax, USDA rural development grants, federal economic development
assistance programs, building authority lease revenue bonds, et al.; and

WHEREAS, EWC is working in partnership with Goshen County Economic
Development Corporation and Eastern Wyoming College Foundation; and

WHEREAS, EWC held a public hearing on April 21, 2015 to solicit testimony
from citizens who may feel that the use of the proposed funds might compete with
existing business, and gave full consideration to all comments received; and

WHEREAS, EWC shall follow all State municipal procurement, and public works
and contract statutes and rules with respect to expending BRC grant and loan funds.
Specifically, EWC will adhere to State procurement statutes inclusive of W.S. § 15-1-113
and W.S. § 16-6-101, et seq., and also the Wyoming Preference Act (Wyoming State
Statute § 16-6-201 through 16-6-206) will be adhered to throughout the project;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE
CITY OF TORRINGTON, that a grant application in the amount of $3,000,000 and a
loan application in the amount of up to $2,000,000 be submitted to the Wyoming
Business Council for consideration of assistance in funding the ATEC Project.

CONTINGENCY AND DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT
EWC Agricultural Technology Education Center (ATEC) Project

PARTIES. The parties to this Contingency and Development Agreement
(Agreement) are the City of Torrington, Wyoming (City) and Eastern Wyoming
Community College District, a political subdivision of the State of Wyoming
(EWCQ).

PURPOSE. The purpose of this Agreement is to clarify the intentions of the
parties regarding the proposed Agricultural Technology Education Center
(ATEC), a new facility to be constructed on EWC’s North Campus in Torrington,
Wyoming, for which the City will sponsor a grant and loan application through
the Business Ready Communities - Community Readiness Project Grant and Loan
Program (BRC) of the Wyoming Business Council. The ATEC project will
benefit students, community members, and affiliated organizations and the
completed facility will provide dedicated classroom and laboratory space for
credit and non-credit educational programming related to agriculture and
ag-related studies under EWC’s instructional operations.

BACKGROQUND. The City is applying for funds to be used by EWC, under
contract with the City, for the construction of the ATEC. During the construction
period and the first four years of operation, the City shall own all improvements
developed using the above-mentioned grant and loan funds. However, EWC will
retain title and ownership of the land upon which the ATEC is sited.

AGREEMENT.

a) The City agrees to use funds awarded from the BRC toward the ATEC
construction costs and all other required associated public improvement
costs through a contract with EWC.

b) EWC agrees to (i) manage and be responsible for all aspects of
construction of the ATEC, (ii) keep the City fully informed and aware of
the ATEC construction progress at regular intervals, as well as any issues
or concerns that may arise, and (iii) lease and operate the new facility and
manage and be responsible for the grant requirements and funds provided
by the BRC for the purposes stated in the grant application.



EWC agrees to use this new college facility in conjunction with its mission
and stated commitment to offering credit and non-credit educational
programming related to agriculture and ag-related studies under EWC’s
instructional operations.

EWC agrees to provide financial, employment, and investment
information as requested by the Wyoming Business Council to
demonstrate compliance with the terms of this Agreement.

Any cost over-runs on the ATEC will be approved and paid for by EWC.

EWC shall follow all State municipal procurement, and public works and
contract statutes and rules with respect to expending BRC grant and loan
funds. Specifically, EWC will adhere to State procurement statutes,
inclusive of W.S. § 15-1-113 and W.S. § 16-6-101, et seq., and also the
Wyoming Preference Act, § 16-6-201 through 16-6-206, will be adhered
to throughout the project.

CONTINGENCY. This Agreement is contingent upon receipt of Business

Ready Communities — Community Readiness Project Grant and Loan Program
funding for the ATEC and the approval and acquiescence of all parties hereto as
of the date last written below.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND RE-ENACTING SUB-SECTION C1. OF SECTION 3.04.050

OF THE TORRINGTON MUNICIPAL CODE, 2015 REVISIONS

RELATING TO SANITATION FEES/ROLL OFF CONTAINERS

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TORRINGTON, WYOMING:

Section 1: That Sub-section C 1. of section 3.04.050 of the Revised Ordinances of the City of
Torrington, Wyoming, 2015 Revisions, be and it is hereby amended and re-enacted to read as follows:

C. Roll Off Containers.

All roll offs shall be covered for transporting to the landfill and therefore all roll offs shall only be
filled even with the top of the container. Any material extending over the top of the container shall be
subject to the overfill fee set forth below.

1a. Fee per cubic yards:

Size Days Fee

12 yard 14 or less $150.00 per dump
(Only for concrete, asphalt and dirt)

Overfill $75.00

Moving locations $50.00 per move

Rental fee $50.00 shall be assessed every 14 days in the
event the roll off has not been dumped

20 yard 14 or less $200.00 per dump

Overfill $100.00

Moving locations $50.00 per move

Rental fee $50.00 shall be assessed every 14 days in the
event the roll off has not been dumped

30 vyard 14 or less $325.00 per dump

Overfill $150.00

Moving locations

Rental fee

$50.00 per move

$50.00 shall be assessed every 14 days in the
event the roll off has not been dumped

1b. Contracts.

All customers using any of the roll-offs, shall first complete and sign the Contract for Account
that is available at City Hall.



Section 2: This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and
publication as required by law.
